CRIME FIGURES

Since your meeting on 13th July 2017, there have been 4 crimes recorded within Rushmere St. Andrew as follows:
2 x Criminal Damage (Other - under £5,000) - Heathlands Park, Church Meadow.

1 x Theft from a motor vehicle – Audley Grove.

1 x Theft other (Purse stolen somewhere between Parnham Place and Ipswich)

BURGLARIES & THEFT OF PEDAL CYCLES 
We are still seeing occasional burglaries at business premises and residential properties in the Ipswich area. Doors or windows have been forced open at business premises, and entry has been gained to residential properties by smashing patio doors or rear windows in daylight hours. A number of pedal cycles have been stolen over the last few weeks and the locks were bolt cropped. Some sheds have been broken into by removing door hinges or smashing the doors. Some arrests have been made in relation to these.

I would urge all residents and business owners to ensure that their properties and out buildings are secure, and If you hear any unusual smashing sounds, or if you see any suspicious activity, please do not hesitate to call police.
ST ANDREWS WALK ASB VEHICLE USE UPDATE
I have been informed by Mark Liell and Son that they have now received agreement letters from all the businesses to vary the leases. Lesley Maher states that they have now asked the landowners to inform the nursery that the barrier can now be installed. My understanding from the site meeting we held some weeks ago is that there should be no further delay.
LITTERING & FLY TIPPING AND DOG FOULING OFFENCES
I am keen to address these issues across our partnership funded parishes and in particular at St. Andrews Walk. I therefore attended a meeting with Suffolk Coastal District Council on Friday 4th August with a view to working in collaboration with them to tackle it. Officers have the power to issue FPNs for littering offences in the Suffolk Coastal and Waveney districts, but the process was complex and needed refining.
SCDC suggested that there are two ways in which we can tackle this – one is for us (police) to have the newer FPN books and issue them ourselves, and the other is for us to notify SCDC of any incidents of littering, fly tipping and dog fouling, and they would then take up the process themselves and issue the FPNs based on our evidence. The second option would require us only to offer a supporting statement – either from a uniformed officer, or a member of the community who witnesses it. Obviously the latter is the preferred option. Should the offender challenge it and request that a court deals with it rather than simply paying the fine, then SCDC are even prepared to attend court and deal with that too. I am already working with them on one such offence which did in fact occur at St. Andrews Walk.
I am working some late shifts on 10th and 11th August to address some of the ASB issues that are ongoing in our parishes. In addition, there is an operation underway directed specifically at ASB under the umbrella of Operation Parkland. All SNT PCs on late shifts for the next few weeks are working solely on tackling ASB.
